Chronic absenteeism is one of the biggest obstacles in the nation’s post-Covid academic recovery, the federal government has found. And

while research shows chronic absentee rates improved across states in 2023, they still remain 75% higher than before the pandemic. The National Center
for Educational Statistics (NCES) sees an association between the rise in absenteeism and decline in student achievement. This is why you might notice
that you are getting more phone calls, letters, and requests for parent meetings related to absences than ever before. Entiat School District is committed to
helping your child succeed, and to do that, they need to be present!

Students should miss no more than 9 days (excused!) of school each year to stay
engaged, successful and on track to graduation.
By 6th grade, absenteeism is one of three signs that a student may drop out of high school.

What you can do...

Develop back-up plans for getting to school if something comes up. Call on a family member, a neighbor, or another parent.

Call each and every day your student is absent (or tardy) to excuse it, not just one time per illness.

Try to schedule non-urgent medical/dental appointments and extended trips when school is not in session.

Stay on top of your child’s social contacts. Peer pressure can lead to skipping school, while students without many friends can feel isolated.
Encourage your child to join meaningful after-school activities, including sports and clubs.

Las ausencias y las tardanzas pueden afectar a toda la clase si el maestro tiene que ralentizar el aprendizaje para ayudar a los nifios a ponerse al
dia.

Los estudiantes no deben faltar a la escuela més de 9 dias (jjustificados!) cada afio para mantenerse comprometidos, exitosos y encaminados
hacia la graduacién.

Para el sexto grado, el ausentismo es una de las tres sefiales de que un estudiante puede abandonar la escuela secundaria.

Lo que puedes hacer...

Desarrolle planes de respaldo para llegar a la escuela si surge algo. Llame a un miembro de la familia, a un vecino o a otro padre.

Llame todos y cada uno de los dias que su estudiante esté ausente para excusarlo, no solo una vez por enfermedad.

Trate de programar citas médicas/dentales que no sean urgentes y viajes prolongados cuando la escuela no esté en sesion.

Manténgase al tanto de los contactos sociales de su hijo. La presion de los compafieros puede llevar a faltar a la escuela, mientras que los
estudiantes sin muchos amigos pueden sentirse aislados.

Anime a su hijo a participar en actividades significativas después de la escuela, incluidos deportes y clubes.
