The fire lane behind the school will be CLOSED to traffic for the duration of the 
construction.   

Please enter the elementary parking lot from Entiat Way and cross the lot to the bus lane 
entrance near the playfield.  After meal and/or packet pick up, you can drive through the bus lane and exit on Entiat Way. 
 

K-5 Grading: 

The circumstances of the school closure make it difficult to assign accurate grades to elementary students. We recognize 

family circumstances varied greatly, which effected student participation. Since we are not able to equitably assess student 

progress at this time, K-5 grade will not assign grades on a Trimester 3 report card. Instead, students will receive descriptive 

comments regarding their distance learning progress.  This does not take away from any progress your own student may 

have made. When students can attend school in person, we will assess students to determine their individual attainment of 

the learning standards. All students will move up to their next grade level. Here are the grade level teacher assignments for 

next year: 

 
 

 

Parents will receive a letter in the final work packets on June 10th from their studentôs new teacher for the 2020-2021 school 

year. 

6-12 Grading: 

Students will receive one of the following grades for each class:   A,B,C,D, or Incomplete. Students have until the last day of 

school, June 16
th
, to complete their coursework. If a student receives an incomplete for Trimester 3, Entiat staff will work with 

families and students to develop a plan to help the student complete the Incomplete assignments over the summer or in the 

fall of 2020. Teachers have done a great job of communicating ongoing progress to students, so final grades should not be a 

surprise. If your student receives an Incomplete, we view this as a need to have more time to complete the coursework. 

Distance learning does not work for all students, so there is no judgement on families or kids.  
 

Technology: 

All students will keep their school issued devices (Chromebooks or iPADs) over the summer. Please keep your studentôs 

device in a clean, dry place, until school resumes in the fall. Seniors will return their devices at the direction of their senior 

advisors.

Calificaci·n de K-5 grado:  
Las circunstancias del cierre de la escuela dificultan la asignaci·n de calificaciones precisas a los estudiantes de 
primaria. Reconocemos que las circunstancias de las  familias variaron mucho, lo que llev· a cabo la participaci·n de 
los estudiantes. Ya que no podemos evaluar equitativamente el progreso de los estudiantes en este momento, el grado 
K-5 no dar§ calificaciones en una tarjeta de informe de Trimestre 3. En su lugar, los estudiantes recibir§n comentarios 
descriptivos sobre su progreso en el aprendizaje de distancia. Esto no quita de ning¼n progreso que su propio 
estudiante haya hecho. Cuando los estudiantes puedan asistir a la escuela en persona, evaluaremos a los estudiantes 
para determinar su logro individual de las normas de aprendizaje. Todos los estudiantes ascender§n a su siguiente nivel 
de grado.

Calificaci·n de 6-12 grado :  
Los estudiantes recibir§n una de las siguientes calificaciones para cada clase: A,B,C,D o Incompleto. Los estudiantes 
tienen hasta el ¼ltimo d²a de clases, el 16 de junio, para completar su trabajo de curso. Si un estudiante recibe un 
incompleto para Trimestre 3, el personal de Entiat trabajar§ con familias y estudiantes para desarrollar un plan para 
ayudar al estudiante a completar las tareas incompletas durante el verano o en el oto¶o de 2020. Los maestros han 
hecho un gran trabajo de comunicar el progreso continuo a los estudiantes, as² que las calificaciones finales no deben 
ser una sorpresa. Si su estudiante recibe un Incompleto, vemos esto como una necesidad de tener m§s tiempo para 
completar el trabajo del curso. El aprendizaje de distancia no funciona para todos los estudiantes, no hay juicio sobre 
las familias o los ni¶os.
